Carbon Monoxide (CO) Detector Installation in New and Existing Buildings - Local Law 7 





Hard wired or battery operated carbon monoxide detectors should be installed in all apartment units, and one and two family homes per the New York City Department of Buildings' requirements. The detector must be "UL" approved and installed within 15 feet of the primary entrance of each bedroom. Carbon monoxide is a highly toxic gas and can be fatal. The installation of carbon monoxide detectors can provide early warning to occupants of an emergency situation.  Refer to Local Law No. 7 of the City of New York at www.nyc.gov/buildings for the complete text of the regulations including the responsibilities of owners and occupants for the notification, installation and maintenance of carbon monoxide detecting devices.
